The church, a basilica in miniature, is a magnificent, acoustically luxuriant, classical building by the architect Goerge Goldie, which in 1890 it was moved, brick-

by-brick, from Great Ormond Street, and remains the spiritual home of the Order of Malta in England. 

The church is easily accessible by public transport, with St. John's Wood tube station (Jubilee Line) just 2 minutes' walk away.  It is also served by bus services
